Through its state and national research institutions, the U.S. has
a unique opportunity to help protect supplies for coffee
businesses in every U.S. state and territory as well as growers in
Hawaii and Puerto Rico. Passing the Coffee Plant Health Initiative
Amendments Act (CPHIAA, S.371, H.R.965) in the Farm Bill would authorize R&D and deployment of
science-based tools, treatments, and pest management programs to secure coffee’s future.

Broadening the research scope: Coffee faces myriad threats. Research must expand to keep up. CPHIAA
research will build on past success combating the coffee berry borer and is critical for the development of
innovative solutions that will ensure a long-term supply of coffee.

Stemming problems at their source: The CPHIAA will accelerate development of solutions and
collaborations that equip U.S. growers to combat issues that arise in coffee overseas. For example, coffee
leaf rust has devastated Central American communities and now threatens U.S. farmers, who have few
defenses.

Securing the industry by protecting supply: Millions of U.S. consumers and businesses rely on coffee
imports from over 40 countries. R&D investments will directly safeguard U.S. growers and extend mutually
beneficial innovation to secure the global coffee supply.
